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I. Greenway Items

i. River Access Master Plan Update – Kim Greendahl will be coming back next meeting with a draft for the group to review. Then it will be going to the Greenway Technical Advisory Committee.

ii. Disc Golf Survey – The online survey is closed, the purpose of the survey was to get a pulse from the community on what the audience is out there. There was a lot of feedback from the online survey, Kim is going through the comments and working with Bill Palmiscino and Travis Hagen. Also there was many interested in serving on advisor committee. Travis would like to bring the Disc Golf State Championship to Grand Forks next year; he is working with Kim Greendahl to see if this something that can happen.
iii. Unpaved Trail System – The unofficial trails have been maintained in the past, not so much this year because of all the rain fall. The Northern Star Cycling wants to help with the maintenance/clean up along the routes. Kim Greendahl has asked Howard Swanson to determine what kind of work volunteers can be doing. It will follow along part of the cross-country trail so there won’t be new trails being made at this time.
iv. Introduction of the New EGF Parks & Recreation Director – Reid Huttunen will be working with Dave Aker until he retires next spring. Reid was unable to attend the meeting.

v. Cross-country Ski grooming – The previous park district guy has retired; Kim Greendahl is looking into working with a contractor to do all the grooming in the Greenway on the same day.

Grand Forks Bike Share – Stephanie Erickson with the Grand Forks Planning & Community Development Department gave an update on the Bike Share program that a group is interested in bringing it to the area. A committee has been formed; they are looking stakeholders, who would run the program and the maintenance of the vehicles. The group was invited to be part of the conversation but Stephanie would continue to bring updates to the group.
